An enjoyable walk from Stratherrick, above Loch Ness, down to Foyers at the lochside. Varied terrain, woodland and open ground.

A fairly strenuous walk over moorland and woodland, much of it at 1000ft, offering very good mountain and loch views.

This is a splendid walk in the wilds, round Loch Affric through a remnant of the ancient Caledonian Forest, with stunning mountain views.

This is a really delightful walk at Invergarry in the Great Glen. It's partly in forest and partly above it. Good paths, good views. Makes an enjoyable break if motoring from Skye to the east via the Great Glen.

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Long Distance Routes

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Hill Mountain Walks

The Western Highlands are notable for their long chains of mountains which provide excellent high level traverses. Long walks linking peaks are possible in many ranges, such as Glen Affric and the Black Mount.
