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1. Loch Tarff: Picturesque small loch. Look out for black-throated divers
on it in summer and red deer by its shores throughout the year.

. Suidhe Chuimein: At one of the highest points on the trail, Suidhe
Chuimein means Cumin’s Seat and is named after Cumin the Fair, a
7thC abbot of lona who founded Fort Augustus.

. General Wade bridge: Built in 1732 this is one of the finest surviving

long span arch bridges built by Wade.

Dell House: a listed building which dates back to the 18thC. Please

note that this is a private house and not open to the public.

The Upper Falls of Foyers: Not as high as the Lower Falls but

nevertheless still impressive. Best viewed from the grass bank at the

side of the trail.

. The Falls of Foyers: One of the most spectacular waterfalls in the

Highlands, a tourist attraction since Victorian times

Loch Bran: Site of Special Scientific Interest cared for by Scottish

Natural Heritage. The loch has one of the richest habitats in Britain

for dragonflies and damselflies

The Aluminium Factory: Closed since 1967, in 1900 it produced a

mighty 1,000 tons of aluminium per year. Bombed during World War 2.

Not open to the public

9. Foyers Hydro Scheme Surge Access Tunnel: No access but just so
you know what it is!

10. Jane Fraser Memorial: Overlooking the loch, a poignant memorial to
Jane Fraser who would come to this lonely spot and yearn for her
fiancé who fell to his death from a tree.

11. Foyers Pier: Originally built by Thomas Telford this once busy pier is
now mainly used by small cabin cruisers. Affords excellent views out
over Loch Ness

12. Boleskine Graveyard: Small burial ground overlooking Loch Ness.
Rich in history with many interesting gravestones

13. Boleskine House: Once the home of notorious Victorian occultist
Aleister Crowley at the turn of the 20thC. Also owned by Jimmy Page
of the rock group Led Zeppelin between 1971 -1991. Not open to the
public.

14. Easter Boleskine Wetlands Project: On the hill above Boleskine
House, this project was set up in 2007 to transform barren land in to
a thriving wetland habit for indigenous wildlife. Wonderful place to
spend a while.

15. Inverfarigaig Pier: Another Thomas Telford Pier which has survived
remarkably intact (which is more than can be said for the Victorian
extension to the pier!). Ideal place for a picnic.

16. General Wade Bridge: A short walk down from the forest car park
this bridge is in danger of collapse, but built in 1732 it is yet another
monument to the engineers and masons who built Wade’s roads

17. Bryce Memorial: Memorial to the distinguished geologist James
Bryce who fell to his death from the crags of Dun Dearduil in 1877.

18. Lochan Torr an Tuill: Beautiful small lochan with a dark past.

\ Reputedly in the dim and distant past the pony of a local woman

killed in the area was drowned here!
